To finish out the month, the Husker Offroad race team traveled to The Farm in Indianola, IA for a 2 day Pro/Am event.  This race attracted a great turn out as each pro class had over 50 riders.  All other classes were also larger than average as many riders were getting track time before the upcoming Loretta Lynn's Regional.  Husker Offroad would like to acknowledge Dark Synergy for joining them as a team sponsor.  A special thanks goes out to Robb for providing the riders with new clutch springs on such short notice.  They proved very beneficial for many of the riders as quite a few of the riders pulled alot of hole shots during the two days of racing. 
 
On Saturday, Travis Hodges once again raced up front, getting the hole shot in every moto and taking 1st place overall in the Plus 25 Pro Class, 250f Pro Class, and the 450 Pro Class.  In the Plus 25 Pro Class, Tony Burnham was close behind, finishing 5th in both motos and earning a 5th place overall finish.  Tony was also worked his way up to mid pack after a bad start in a very competitive 250f Pro Class and finished 23rd overall.  A crash in the second moto of the 450 Pro Class resulted in a DNF and Tony ended up 38th overall.  Josh Hinton finished 18th and 6th in his motos for a 12th place overall finish in another extremely large and competitive 450B Intermediate Class.  Travis Urbach finished 1st and 2nd in his motos for a 2nd place overall finish in the 450C Novice Class.  He also rode well in 250f Novice Class, finishing 4th in both motos for a 4th place overall finish.     
 
On Sunday Travis Hodges again went 1 and 1 for 1st overall in the Plus 25 Pro Class, 1 and 2 for 1st overall in the 450A Pro Class, and 5 and 8 for 6th overall in the 250f Pro Class.  Tony went 3 and 3 for 1st overall in the Plus 25 Pro Class.  He got a better start in the 450A Pro Class, earning 10th in the first moto, but crashing in second.  He ended 27th overall.  Tony then opted not to race in the 250f Pro Class after hard crashes on Saturday and Sunday.
 
In the 450A Pro Class, Carl Fritz finished 12th in the first moto, but a bad start left him 21st in the second.  He ended 21st overall.  In the 250f Pro Class, he finished 14th in the first moto, then crashed in the second while running in the top 10.  He was able to race back up from last to 30th and ended with a 30th overall finish.  Josh Hinton had much better starts this weekend and rode extremely well.  In the 450B Intermediate Class he finished 10th and 9th for an 8th place overall finish.  Travis Urbach went 2 and 2 for 2nd overall in the 250f Novice; 1 and 1 for 1st overall in the 450 Novice.  Travis also pulled both hole shots in the 450 Novice Class.
